Members are requested to respect our Golf Course by
putting into practice the following:

Use Pathways
Replace Divots
Repair Pitch Marks

Members playing in competition are expected to keep
their place on the course and not fall back to delay the
rest of the players coming after them.

4. A Fourball match (a match in which two play their better ball 
against the better ball of two other players) in any official club 
competition shall have precedence over and be entitled to pass any      
form of unofficial or friendly matches.

5. The order of priority for unofficial or friendly matches shall be:
(1) Singles Matches (2) Foursomes
(3)  Threeball (4) Fourball

6. A single player has no standing and should give way to a match of 
any kind.

7. If a match fails to keep its place on the course and loses more 
than one clear hole on the players in front, that match should 
allow the following match to pass through.

8. Players searching for lost balls should without delay, signal the 
players behind them to pass through.

9. Your place on the course is directly behind the people in front, 
not directly in front of the people behind.

10. Players are requested to repair all ball marks on greens, 
replace divots, and avoid damaging tees and fairways 

with practice swings.
11. Always warn players in danger by shouting fore.
12. Ladies Day - Wednesday  - Ladies have priority on the course 

all day.
13. Anyone while working on the course takes precedence over all 

other activity on the course.
14. All golfers must wait to be called through when work is being 

carried out on greens, bunkers, fairways, etc.
